A 10th victim has been claimed in a string of murders by an
individual now being called “The 16th Street Stalker”.

Glossary

8th Street War: The most recent major Official Opposition prior to May-
field Limited’s actions against Better Living, fought over the rights to
hotly-contested longevity research.

activator: A device roughly the size of a 20th-century microwave that
uses a sensory enhancement spell to emphasize the flavor of certain
foods. Can cause adverse reactions in certain substances that have
strong elemental affiliations.

adblitz: A heavily researched and precisely-timed advertisement cam-
paign, designed to present striking and new advertisement schemes
at the precise time that they would be best received. Adblitzes often
involve performance art, flash mobs and ‘googolbombs’—campaigns
to influence ether search engines.

Ai’Kiall’Tchall: Colloquially known as Pol’s Cats. A race of people with
feline features but no relation to cats, the Ai’Kiall’Tchall claim to
be a race created directly from humans by a deity named Ai’shaa.
Their apparent ‘blessings’ have become curses in the modern day,
however; their blood, skin and hair are all used in salves, medicines
and drugs. Though many make a living from donation, many also
disappear mysteriously every day.

Ai’shaa: The goddess said to have created the Ai’Kiall’Tchall. A non-
jealous but secretive goddess, valuing martyrdom and service over all
things. Ai’shaa is said to have been a panther once, but her creation
of the Ai’Kiall’Tchall sapped her power, rendering her a housecat.
While her existence is obviously contested, the inclusive nature of her
religion has drawn many non-Tchall followers.

Ajeya, Sir Margaret: A Corporate Knight sworn to Andiron Industries.
Arguably the greatest Knight currently living, Ajeya sports a perfect
mission record, encyclopedic knowledge of citations and flawless grace
in combat.

Arachne: A six-armed Shadowflame mercenary known for her cyber-
netic cable-reels and six-pistol combat style.

Aramis-Sawtooth War: One of the more noteworthy instances of Official
Opposition in the past fifty years, the Aramis-Sawtooth War was a
vicious conflict fought over a piece of territory discovered to be on
top of a strong ice-element node.

armor-weave: A technique of creating a non-gel flexible armor, using the
thaumochemical integration of durable materials into real textiles.
Not the best armor available, but light and comfortable compared to
stronger methods.

artisan: An honorific title affixed to the front of a vocation. By law, a
crafter is only an ‘artisan’ after she has distinguished herself suffi-
ciently to exceed standard means of certification.

atelier: A workshop. In New Washington, the term is usually used for
magical artifice shops and stores carrying nonstandard magical items.

Aura: A magical liqueur whose origin and method of creation are a
closely-kept secret, Aura is so heavily enchanted that it floats several
inches over whatever surface it is placed upon. Aura is known for
giving the user a magical ‘high’ once imbibed, and can allow someone
exhausted by magic to feel completely refreshed in an instant.

automop: A simple but brilliant technomagical creation, the automop
conjures water by drawing a minute amount of magical energy from
its user, and combines that water with a small soap cartridge installed
near its base.

bulletshield: A technomagical field generator designed to widely dis-
tribute the force of any object moving at a sufficient speed toward its
user. Responsible in large part for the popularity of melee weapons
and shortbows in New Washington.

card (faerie court): A tarot-style card representing one of the innumer-
able faerie courts. Assigning every faerie to one of these courts, and
categorizing them twice a year by their glamour type, is one of the
few governing practices recognized by most faeries.

CCDM: Civilian Class Defense Magic. Developed in a laboratory, CCDM
is the simplest and easiest magic to learn in history. No matter what
kinds of magic a New Washingtonian citizen knows, a few CCDM spells
are inevitably part of his vocabulary. The ‘trigger’ spell, used to trip
magical switches and hanging effects, is one of the most important
and common spells.
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certification: The system of merit measurement recognized by nearly
every institution in New Washington. Most certification is earned
through education or apprenticeship, though some can be achieved
through self-study and testing.

chargebus: An encoded serial bus device with a specific amount of
money on it, which can be spent like a gift card.

chit: A small card encoded with a set amount of credits. Some chits are
a fixed value, but others contain coded stripes indicating their value
and can be changed.

citation: A declaration of precedent before a duel between Corporate
Knights. Previous duels are quoted to establish what terms should be
used, and every CK is expected to have near-encyclopedic knowledge
of important duels. The Knight with the highest number of duels
memorized is likely to set the terms of the duel.

Corporate Knight (CK): Trained for six years by the Honorable Academy
of Corporate Knights, CKs are the best and brightest of the modern
Corporate army. Most Knights wear high-quality bulletshields and
duel with a formalized sword-and-pistol style. Knights show their
allegiance through the colors of the roses worn on their lapels.

credit, or ‘cred’: The standard unit of New Washington currency, denoted
by the ¢ symbol.

Data Deal: A standard Securemarket™ promotion offering competetive
prices to customers willing to sign up for an ether mailing list.

datasoul: The ‘heart’ of a home computer; holds licenses, critical data
and operating system structures. Effectively allows a New Washingto-
nian to turn any basic shell into their personal computer, even a public
console. Datasouls are frequently very heavily encrypted through both
technological and magical means.

Dragon’s Breath: A liquor brewed by dragons and for dragons. Even a
small quantity can be lethal to humans, but there are a few drinks
that, very carefully mixed, can be tolerated. The thaumobiological
effect of such drinks is usually striking.

Dura-Kev: The brand name and material respected as the most reli-
able and comfortable armor manufacturer in New Washington. The
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material itself is a flexible, clothlike armor-weave, arguably the best
currently manufactured. It is rather expensive.

easy-sling: A simple, consumer-grade levitation device designed to
make carrying heavy loads by hand easier.

Eternal: A being that has, by any of a wide range of means, achieved an
indefinite lifespan. Most beings referred to as Eternals have a host of
abilities or intrinsic attributes held in esteem by society at large.

ether: A vague term that can mean either anything related to New Wash-
ington’s digital information network or anything related to magic.
Attempts have been made throughout the years to adequately differ-
entiate the two halves of the term from one another; so far, none have
been successful.

ether address, or ‘ethadd’: A point of contact that can act as an e-mail
address, instant message username and phone number rolled into
one. Users may choose to have an ether address that only has certain
features, but by federal mandate all citizens must have a government-
supplied ether address that they check on a regular basis.

Etherism: A monotheistic religion created in New Washington, and one
of the most popular. While marginally similar to Christianity, Etherism
frames adversity as a gift from God and emphasizes that defending
loved ones, land, and possessions is a God-given duty.

ethersite, or ‘ethsite’: An umbrella term referring to a static site within
New Washington’s digital information network, the ether. An ethersite
can be a streaming source for a television program, a static website, an
audio serial, or even a routing site used for data management alone.

Ethertech University: The premier establishment for magical education
in New Washington.

Forcebolt: A model of technomagical pistol manufactured by Dragon
Flame Atelier. Fires a low-grade but high-efficiency bolt of magical
force, drawing magical power directly from the user via a pair of
contacts in the pistol’s grip.

Gainsborough, Alec: A well-known hero from the time immediately
post-Snowfall. Alec Gainsborough founded the Shadowflame Mer-
cenary organization, originally intended as a supplemental law en-
forcement agency but eventually evolving into a more media-oriented
company.
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glamour: The inherent magical energy unique to and generated by
faeries. Fae produce a high quantity of glamour at all times and use it
to power their spells. Each fae has a unique brand of glamour that can
be used in a personal way, and similarities in glamour seem to draw
certain ‘types’ of fae together.

Ghost Blade: A Shadowflame mercenary assassin. While Ghost Blade
is best known for his look—he wears a long trenchcoat and a long
nodachi sword at all times—his most remarkable ability is that he can
blend effortlessly into the background, whether in a crowd or alone.
When Ghost Blade does not wish to be noticed, he will not be.

Gogobera: One of the most popular clubs in New Washington.

guardian: A cybernetically and thaumobiologically enhanced officer of
New Washingtonian law. Guardians are fast, strong and principled, and
are one of the iconic representations of New Washington’s advances
in technomagical innovation. Guardians are so well-respected that
‘guardian’ has also become a slang word meaning ‘excellent’.

handshell: A small computer carried everywhere by nearly every New
Washingtonian. A handshell is a personal organizer, music player,
mobile phone, credit card and ID all rolled into one.

HDP: High density plastic. HDP is an umbrella term used to refer to
any of a number of polymers used to make nearly everything in New
Washington.

hi-def, or HD: Excellent, clear, understandable. Can also be used to mean
“I know what you’re saying.”

Holiday, Johnny: A Shadowflame mercenary known for his unusual
armaments: a pair of katana, as well as a pair of intricate machined
gauntlets.

IHDP: Industrial High Density Plastic, the main subset of HDP used for
construction.

iyesu kristo: Literally, ‘Jesus Christ’. A common New Washingtonian
epithet, but few who use it recognize its religious origins.

kekkai: A technomagical field designed to allow for safe and reversible
combat simulation.
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kit: The standard equipment carried by a Corporate Knight. Consists of
an armor-weave business suit, bulletshield, sword, pistol, and a rose
signifying the company to which the Knight is loyal.

Labyrinth: A sprawling slum to the south of New Washington. Rumored
to be a zone where magic works poorly and gods walk the streets.
Most New Washingtonians are deathly afraid of the Labyrinth.

livemetal: A term unknown to most New Washingtonians. Scholars who
study the myths about the ancient city of Mu say that Muan royalty
commanded a living metal. Some even posit that elven mythril may
have been based on Muan metal. This is not a popular theory.

Manteaux, Ellis: One of New Washington’s premier pop stars. Pretty,
talented and capable of producing incredibly catchy songs, Ellis Man-
teaux is a household name known by every New Washingtonian. Some
like her and some hate her, but all agree that few artists are capable
of capturing a crowd with the same aptitude that Manteaux shows.

mimic: A cunning, highly intelligent creature capable of shapeshifting
but too consumed by hunger to think of anything but devouring other
creatures. Mimics can imitate nearly anything, and are considered
one of New Washington’s most obnoxious pests.

morph: Created by an unfortunate fad sometime post-Snowfall, morphs
are the descendants of either humans given bestial form or anthropo-
morphized animals. They are now their own race, and are one of the
most downtrodden races in the city.

Mu: An ancient city that may or may not have existed at one point.

multiheater: Effectively a combination microwave and convection oven,
with special settings for prepackaged foods.

municipal company: The corporation that acts as the local government
for any given precinct. Their relation to the federal government is not
unlike feudal lords to a king.

mutant: The result of a human tainted by elemental radiation while
in the womb. The resulting being has brightly-colored skin, natural
elemental magic and weaknesses, and is doomed to lifetime prejudice.
Mutants are seen as second-class citizens at best, natural menaces at
worst.
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New Washington: The largest city in the post-Snowfall world. New
Washington is the greatest center of technomagical research in the
world, but is incredibly insular due to being walled in on all sides by
hostile nature. The xenophobia of its citizens does little to ameliorate
this.

New Washington University: The largest educational company in the
city. The University provides educational certification for nearly every
major, though deep and detailed education tends to be easier to find
through vocational certification.

node caller: A mage capable of summoning and controlling a particular
element. A powerful and dangerous form of magic, frequently found
through talent rather than study, node callers are under constant
psychological scrutiny as many go mad.

Oddzer: A Shadowflame mercenary who is distinctive for being a patch-
work of animal features on a human body: he sports a scaly tail,
feathery wings and furry ears.

Official Opposition: Corporate war. While more organized and civilized
than traditional war, official opposition between companies heralds
much death and sorrow.

Orelyn-Neimuth: A powerful and influential elven mage from the early
days of the Snowfall, indirectly responsible for the creation of the
city of New Washington. Along with the headmaster of Ethertech
University, Orelyn-Neimuth attempted and failed to form an official
wizard’s council.

ping: Slang term, derived from the computing jargon of the same name.
A common greeting, to which ‘pong’ is the appropriate response.

pocketshell: A particularly small handshell.

Pol’s Cat: See Ai’Kiall’Tchall.

polyglass: A form of HDP that is perfectly clear like glass, but capable
of withstanding concentrated gunfire if thick enough. Clear material
in New Washington is no longer associated with fragility, as polyglass
has almost completely replaced its namesake.

pong: See ping.
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precinct: A subsection of New Washington’s Districts. Precincts were
originally spheres of police coverage, but now represent the areas of
influence by the city’s municipal corporations. The borders of precincts
change periodically, as corporate alliances are made and takeovers
occur (see Official Opposition).

primary (school): Grades 1 through 7; the only required education that
a New Washingtonian obtain.

Rail: The New Washington Rail System (NWRS), New Washington’s mind-
bogglingly comprehensive (and occasionally redundant) subway sys-
tem. Having a comprehensive knowledge of the entire Rail system is
nearly impossible, but knowing one’s neighborhood is a very handy
skill.

rank: One’s level of certification, whether martial, magical, vocational
or educational. Different types of certification use different rating
systems.

red battery: A battery designed to stimulate magical production in a
living being if current is run through it. Many technomagical devices
use these batteries to generate power directly from the user. See
automop, Forcebolt.

Rubeus: A talented musical artist whose hallmark is the dramatic and
risky surgery that allows him to sing complete harmonies with him-
self.

secondary (school): Grades 8 through 12. Optional, but still completed
by many New Washingtonians as having a SEC (secondary educational
certificate) is a prerequisite to many other types of certification.

Shadowflame: A celebrity mercenary. The Shadowflames value form
and function equally, completing contracts publicly and in as flashy a
manner as possible.

shell: A computer of any kind.

skyport: The New Washington term for its only airport.

Snowfall: The strange disaster that occurred just as the year 2000 turned,
when a gentle rain of intangible, snowlike substance fell from the sky.
Magic returned to the world overnight, throwing society into chaos.
Centuries later, there are still areas of the world that have yet to
recover from the upset.
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sugarknife: An elven invention whose technique of creation is a
carefully-kept secret. The sap from an unknown tree produces ‘sylvan
sugar’, which is then somehow spun to a literally monomolecular edge.
Sugarknives are very fragile, but can cut through nearly anything if
used with proper technique.

triggerstone: A partially synthetic, magically-reactive substance that
becomes alternately hard and soft when a CCDM ‘trigger’ spell is cast
upon it. Used in many daily household objects, since the trigger spell
is known by over 90 percent of New Washingtonians over the age of
18.

uni: See New Washington University.

Unpoliced Zone (UZ): A gap between precincts, usually caused due to
Official Opposition or aborted alliances. Some UZs are temporary, while
others are hotly contested and remain unclaimed for years. Some are
very dangerous, but others are policed by organized gangs that keep
the peace themselves.

weapons culture: A term used to describe the prevalence of self-defense
equipment and training that marks a New Washingtonian. One’s visi-
ble armament is a noticeable message to a New Washingtonian, and
carrying too many or too few means of self-protection can be a serious
risk.

Wyrmscale: One of the few drinks made with the Dragon’s Breath liquor
that is considered non-lethal to humans. Causes a flood of dragon-
magic in the user, allowing them to speak a single word in the draco-
nian magic language.

yuzie: Homophonic with ‘UZ’, yuzie is a derogatory term for someone
living in an Unpoliced Zone. The term has spread to mean any street
punk, and is used freely and excessively by the bourgeois.
